After that 
first QSO we are all “Real 
Hams.”

The K7RA Solar Update 
(May 25, 2007) -- This week 
saw a return to active 
geomagnetic conditions 
after a period of relative 
quiet. The planetary A 
index reached a high of 
42 on Wednesday, May 
23, and the mid-latitude A 
index that day was 28. At 
the same time, sunspot 
numbers are dropping -- 
from a high of 56 on May 
16 to 44, 23, 15, 14, 12 and 
0 on May 19-24. Currently 
the interplanetary 
magnetic field points 
south, making Earth 
susceptible to 
geomagnetic upsets from 
solar wind.
